The event will take part on Saturday, April 13, 2023 in Patriot Hall, located on the 

Clatsop Community College Lexington Campus. The event entrance is on the southeast 

corner of Patriot Hall located on Lexington Avenue.

Where do I park for CELEBRATE 2024? 

Self-parking for CELEBRATE 2024 will be available on the Lexington Campus and 

within a 5-minute walk of the event space. Guests may also be dropped off near the 

(southeastern) Main Entrance of Patriot Hall located on Lexington Avenue.  

PhD Level sponsors will each receive 5 VIP parking passes for reserved spaces 

located in the Library parking lot. 

All guests should enter Patriot Hall at the Main Entrance and then visit the registration 

area.
